Internship Description 
Wasatch Community Gardens is looking for an individual to help with the creation and support of a 
community composting program at our Green Phoenix Farm.  This program would enable people living 
nearby to routinely drop their kitchen scraps off to be composted and reduce organic waste that typically 
gets sent to Utah landfills.

• Create a written process for the program outlining goals and how it will be integrated into the farm 
and community. 

• Source materials needed through local businesses 

• Develop handouts to educate local residents about the service 

• Report community usage of the program 

• Support volunteer groups with the composting process
