It is 
recommended that volunteers should wear layers, closed-toe shoes, hat, sunscreen.  
Volunteers should also bring a bandana, water & refillable water bottle, and food/snacks. 

qualifications:	 Specific knowledge/ skills are not required; however, volunteers should come prepared to 
get dirty, do physical labor, and be comfortable working in a garden environment.

WCG orientation is required.  Project specific training at the beginning of each garden crew 
night.  
 

Mission	related:	 Community Gardens are ran by volunteer groups who often times work full time and take 
care of their families full time, in addition to maintaining the common spaces in the garden 
each year.    By providing a resource of volunteers to these gardens, we are able to assist the 
gardeners/students in growing and eating more healthy, organic, local food.
